REQUIREMENTS FOR U.S. 
CITIZENS TO ENTER CANADA 

For travel by air: Valid passport 
required to enter Canada or re-
enter the U.S.  

For travel by land, ferry, or 
sea: Proof of U.S. Citizenship 
Required. Usually Acceptable 
Proofs of U.S. Citizenship: Valid 
U.S. Passport or one of the 
following carried together with 
Official Photo ID: Certified Copy 
of Birth Certificate, Certificate of 
Citizenship, Certificate of 
Naturalization, Consular Report 
of Birth Abroad of a U.S. Citizen.
